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NOTES FROM THE GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEEETING

The Hollis Hills Civie Association General Meeting was hald on Sunday, April 13, 2008, at the auditorium of
P.5. 188 on Harlland Avenue.

The meeting was called to order at 5:25pm by Zion Halili, President. Board members attending were
introduced by Zion: Jim Kaplan, Vice PresidentRecording Secratary; Terri Winter, Corresponding Sacretary;
Jo Belh Greenbaum, Treasurer; Dennis Movick, Past President (rezoning committee); David Milet
{beautification committea); Maron Millet (beautification committes), Waltar Winler (community safety
committea); Ananna Halpem {events committee). Todd Harris (senior issues committes). Paul Pluta (graffitti
committes) who could not attend was also acknowledged. Approximately 25 families were representad in the
audience.

Zion opened his remarks by asking for the community's feedback, which energizes the Board members in
planning for the things they do for Hollis Hille. He also explained the imporance of having a vital Civic
organization in the neighborhood, which can get responses from the City more effectively than an individual
alone would when dealing with issues such as graffiti removal, tree maintenance and snow plowing,

Continuing with an overview of the Board's responsibilities, Zion described our regular monthly meetings,
which usually last about 80 minutes. Tha vanous ongoing agenda tems thal are discussed include finances,
the newsletter and web site, comespondence, beaufification efforts and special events planning. He invited
mare Associalion members (o consider joining the Board, which would aflow for a larger group of people to be
available o vote on decisions.

Zion requesied community input on several topics: providing email addresses on the dues slips to assist us
in sending general notificaions oul free from postage costs; reporting clogged catch basin locations;
suggesting sites needing beautification help; giving us address changes to assure recaipt of coraspondance
and the nawsletier; writing articles for the newsletter and web siteé; and patronizing the local businesses that
advertise in tha newslatter and wab sile,

Zion also explained that HHCA members now receive special benefits: subsidized theater and ballgame
tickets with free transportation; 8 number of free selling tables at the June community garage sale; free
personal ad space on the web site. Special events coming up soen include: May 18" theater party 1o see ‘A
Chorus Line" June 8" NY Mets baseball game outing; Holliz Hills Street Fair and Community Garage Sale in
June; and an exciting Dinner Dance in October,

Issues raised by members of the audience included asking for help in fighting the graffiti covering fances
along the Vanderbitt Parkway between the houses on Kingsbury and 77" Avenues; traffic signal
synchronization problems during the moming commutes, the multitude of broken curbs, driving school lessons
taking place at times and locations they shouldn't: and the lack of access to the pedestrian bridge from 82
Avenue and Hollis Court Bivd leading over the Clearview into Cunningham Park,

A presentation on disaster praparedness was given by a representative of the NYC Office of Emergency
Management His topics included how we can plan lo secure our homes and protect our families during
possible area-wide flooding and power outages. For more information wvisit the OEM websiie -

Dr. Janet Caraisco

The principal of P.S. 1880 is Dr. Janet Caraisco. Dr. Caraisco has a Master's of Science in
Education, a specialist diploma in school administration and supervision and a Doctorate of
Education in Instructional Leadership. She received national certification through the Mational
Board for Professional Teaching Standards and has participated in numerous principals’ study
groups through Teachers College, Columbia University and the Principal Center of Harvard
University. Dr. Caraisco has been an adjunct professor at St Johns University and Queens College
since 2002 and has published several aricles on education and curmiculum.

| had the opporiunity to sit down and speak with Dr. Caraisco about her position as Principal of the
P.S. 1880 - the Kingsbury School. | wanted o know about the programs they offer and some of
her upcoming plans for the school,

Tell us about the Kingsbury School.

The Kingsbury School is a kindergarten to grade five school located in Hollis Hills, New York, The
school population consists of 439 children and 55 staff members, Parents and faculty work together
to create an energized curriculum and a nurtuning school environment. The success of this
collaboration is evidenced by ongoing academic success and the smiling faces of the students.

Tell us a little about the programs offered at P.5. 188.

We offer a rich program of instruction including reading, writing, mathematics, social studies, and
handwriting. There are speciaity classes in science, technology, library, physical education, art and
musiz. The children are exposed to a wealth of resources in the New York City area through field
trips and residency programs

How long have you been the Principal of P.S. 1887

This is my fourth school year

Is there any term limit and if not how long do you plan on remaining in this position?

There is no term fimit and | hope to be hera for a long time. | do not have any plans in leaving,
What are the long term plans for the school and what changes if any, or improvements are
you planning and initiating?

I'd like to continue to focus on literacy and mathematics — the incorporation of arts and technology
throughout the curriculum, especially in science and social sciences. In addition we'd like to bring
more community based programs into the school. Cumently we are looking to upgrade and
gnhance our technology.

What is your school rank?

I'm not sure. It is different for math and reading. According to the scores from last year, we had a
passing rate of 92.8% on the ELA and 99.6 % on the math for grades 3. 4, and 5.
